I am inspired and fascinated by the interior geometry 
of the organic, the concentric patterns of tree rings, 
the linear patterns of wood grain, and the cellular 
structure of a plant. The works in this exhibition are 
inspired by the vascular tissue of a tree as seen 
under a microscope. 
 
The concept of my work lies in the process and 
material. My body of work is a direct manifestation 
of the continuous investigation of the subject matter 
and the extensive experimentation with a variety of 
materials. I fuse the traditional medium of 
printmaking with a contemporary approach adding 
spray paint and acrylics creating mixed media 
monoprints. 
 
In addition, the experimentation led me to the 
creation of sculptures and a floor installation using 
variety of materials like plaster and cement.
